This simplifies operations and allows seamless use of the folding coulterbar with the most
popular model of the Kverneland f-drill front hopper range, often used for fertiliser application
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in precision seeding with the Optima F. Farmers will benefit from improved efficiency,
reduced complexity, and faster return on investment.

Double-entry system — now up to 6.0m working width

The powerful output of the f-drill front hopper also makes it possible to extend the double-
entry coulter system, previously limited to 4.0m, to all working widths. This feature answers
the growing demand for simultaneous application of seeds and fertiliser, or two sorts of
seeds up to 6.0m.
